2010 SENATE YOUTH SCHOLARSHIP 
 
For the past 47 years, two students per state and the District of Columbia have been selected to receive a scholarship and 
attend a weeklong program on government in Washington D.C., funded by the William Randolph Hearst Foundation.  To 
apply for consideration in Pennsylvania, a student must be selected by his/her principal as the school nominee.  The 
student must be a junior or senior and must hold an elected position in student council or class government.  The student 
must complete the application form, the activities resume, and submit a letter of recommendation from his/her activity 
advisor, a copy of his/her official academic transcript, and a 250-word essay on a significant personal leadership trait.  
The application will be reviewed by a selection committee appointed by the Executive Director of the Pennsylvania 
Association of Student Councils.  The Committee will select ten finalists who will take a government-based current events 
test and be interviewed in Harrisburg on Saturday, November 21, 2009.  The Pennsylvania winners will be announced in 
early December by the offices of Senators Casey and Specter.  The Pennsylvania winners will join other state winners in 
Washington, D.C. from March 6-13, 2010.
