Rubric Category I: Workshop Justification

Workshop topic is relevant to one of the many functions of a student council and is appropriate in nature.
(2.5 points)

Applicant can provide an acceptable rationale for why a delegate would want to attend and benefit from
participation in the workshop. (2.5 points)

Rubric Category II: Personal Philosophy

1.

Student can explain a personal motivation for the presentation of the workshop that is consistent with philosophy
of PASC and the goals for the 2010 State Conference. (5 points)

Rubric Category I1I: Introduction of the Workshop

Student can list at least four ideas or concepts that delegates will learn as a result of workshop participation.
(8 points at 2 points per concept up to four concepts)

Workshop has a unique theme or gimmick that is utilized to present the ideas / concepts to the delegates in
attendance. (2 points)

Student has a working plan to provide positive feedback and reinforcement to active workshop participants.

(2 points)

Student can provide a plan for the physical layout of the room that encourages active workshop participation and
learning. (2 points)

Student describes a unique icebreaker and identifies the amount of time necessary to complete the icebreaker
activity. (3 points)

The icebreaker is relevant to the ideas / concepts that are to be learned as the result of participation in the
workshop. (3 points)

Rubric Category 1V: Body of the Workshop

The workshop requires the appropriate length of time as set by the 2010 State Conference Executive Board

(10 points)

Each of the four ideas / concepts is specifically addressed with a unique activity that is informational and engages
the delegates in the learning process. (20 points at 5 points per idea / concept)

Rubric Category V: Conclusion

Applicant has a clear plan for how the ideas / concepts of the workshop will be summarized at the conclusion of
the workshop. (5 points)

Student includes a plan for an effective method of evaluation that is consistent with the ideas / themes associated
with the workshop. (5 points)

Rubric Category VI: Packet

Packet contains information appropriate to the workshop goals. (2 points)

Packet is neat, grammatically correct, and professional looking. (2 points)

Packet contains clear, attention drawing visuals that are appropriate to the workshop goals. (2 points)
Packet possesses a title page and workshop presenter names and contact information. (2 points)
Packet cites resources used with an appropriate format. (2 points)

Student can explain how the packet is used during the workshop. (3 points)

Student can explain how the packet may be useful to delegates outside of the workshop. (2 points)
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Rubric Category VII: Workshop and Presentation Experience
1. Student has attended previous student leadership conferences (PASC, LEAD, etc.). (5 points)

2. Student has presented a workshop at previous student leadership conferences (PASC, LEAD, etc.). (5 points)

3. Student has attended PASC Summer Leadership Workshops, or has participated in a comparable summer
leadership program. (3 points)

4. Student has other presentation or leadership experiences that directly relate to the role of workshop presenter.
